New Trash & Recycling Haulers Start in November

TRASH PICK UP DAYS WILL BE WEDNESDAY

Eagle Disposal will be the Borough’s new trash collector. There 1s still a 4 bag/container imit. Along with
your trash, they will accept one bulk item per week. Therefore, there will be no fall/spring clean up day.
They will also be picking up your yard waste. Requirements for yard waste pick-up remain the same: i a
Kraft recyclable paper bag. Tree branches and sticks must be bundled together, with a length not to exceed
3 feet. Place your items at the curbside by 7:00 a.m. each Tuesday morning, in order to assure proper pick-

up.

Please be sure to keep your paper recycling
separate from your cans and bottles. If any food or trash 1s mixed with the recycling, it will not be taken.

Snow Shoveling

Please be mindful of the following ex-
cerpt from Ordinance 341-94: “...”The
owner, occupant or tenant of every
property fronting upon or alongside
any street or alley in the Borough of
Shoemakersville 1s hereby required to
remove or cause to be removed from
all the sidewalks in front of or along-
side such property all snow and ice
thereon fallen or formed, within twen-
ty-four (24) hours after the same shall
have ceased to fall or to be formed, so
as to leave a clear walkway at least two
feet (2’) wide...”

Snow Shoveling and Plowing

Snow Plowing

Plowing is just around the corner. We prefer to
plow curb to curb. If possible, please move your
vehicle off of the street during snow removal.

This 1s beneficial to all, as it will create more park-
g and less shoveling out of cars. Please note that
it 1s against borough ordinance to put snow into
the street. Snow should be placed either on your
private property or on the curb side of the walk.
During a snow emergency, vehicles must be re-
moved from the snow emergency route, which
includes the entire length of Main St., Noble Ave
from Main St. to Route 61 and Franklin St., from
Church Ave. to Noble Ave.
